There are a limited number of tables. Please register early.

The Thunder in the Valley Drag Race event hosts various food vendors. Due to contract
conditions with these vendors, the Local Market cannot accept vendors selling similar
products. Interested food vendors are requested to contact Annette Driessen at
(780)514-2232 or email at community@draytonvalley.ca to determine if they are eligible
to participate in the Local Market.

The Local Market will be hosted in a large tent. The tent will be set up on an asphalt
surface. All participating vendors will be required to set up in this tent.

The attached registration form must be completed in full in order to be eligible for
registration.

The registration deadline is 4:00 pm on Friday, August 19, 2011.

All registration fees must be paid in full prior to the registration deadline. Cheques must
be made payable to “Thunder in the Valley Drag Race”. Cheques and registration forms
may be dropped off at the Town of Drayton Valley Civic Centre at 5120 52" Street or
mailed to Rotary Club of Drayton Valley, Box 5126, Drayton Valley, AB, T7A 1R3.

There will be no refunds following the registration deadline date.

Vendors requiring electrical will be provided with a single plug-in service. Extension
cords will not be provided and are the responsibility of the vendor.

All vendors must be set-up during the market hours of 10:00am to 3:00pm on the day(s)
that they are participating. Set-up time for vendors is from 9:00am to 10:00am each day.

There is no security provided from Saturday to Sunday. Vendors must pack up their
products at the end of Saturday and return Sunday morning if they are participating for
the two days.

Vendors are responsible for their own signage.

Each registration fee includes one 8’ x 3’ table and two chairs.

Vendors are responsible for their own property insurance.

The Local Market is open to local and non-local vendors. There are no restrictions on
number of vendors selling the same or similar products.
